WHEREAS, the Ladysmith Fire Department has submitted a grant proposal to host a County-wide communications system upgrade,

WHEREAS, funding made available to the Sheriff’s Department for upgrades total $326,080 of which the County would be responsible for a five (5) percent local match equaling $16,304,

WHEREAS, items to upgraded  include the LAW tower repeater, two fire repeaters, EOC base station, Mobile Command Post mobile repeater, 17 squad mobile repeaters, 17 portable radios, Argo rescue vehicle mobile radio, marine rescue vehicle mobile radio, CAD/MDT FIRE/ LAW communications software, and 17 squad MDT’s,

WHEREAS, there is a surplus in the 2007 Sheriff’s Budgets that could fund this local match, and

WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the Sheriff’s Committee to pursue the communications upgrade and to carry forward 2007 budget balances in the amount needed for these projects to 2008 budget.
