WHEREAS, Rusk County policy does not allow the use of alcohol on any county property unless specifically approved by the County Board of Supervisors.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED That the Rusk County Board of Supervisors allow the use of alcohol for adult groups at Trails End Camp subject to approval by Ag/Extension Committee and Trails End Trustees.
