RESOLUTION #08-22  ESTABLISH PROCEDURE FOR SPENDING POWER LINE IMPACT FEES

WHEREAS, Rusk County received a One-Time Environmental Impact Fee in the amount of $1,208,564.00 for the Arrowhead-Weston Transmission Line Project; and

WHEREAS, Rusk County has spent $178,443.68 in 2007 and has obligated $75,000.00 for 2008 leaving a balance of $955,120.32; and

WHEREAS, interest that is earned on this fund can be spent on non-environment expenses as well as environmental expenses and in 2007 and 2008 was used to lower the levy; and

WHEREAS, the mission of the Rusk County power line environmental impact fund is to provide support and improve the environment and quality of life in Rusk County.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that an environmental application form be established with the Rusk County Land Conservationist collecting the applications and presenting them to the Finance Committee.  The Finance Committee will select and rank the applications and then forward them to the April County Board meeting each year for approval.  Should a non-environmental impact project be considered, final approval would come from the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that up to $30,000.00 each year will be available for the application process unless three-fourths of the Rusk County Board of Supervisors agree to exceed this amount.

RESOLUTION #08-23  ACCEPTANCE OF 2008 COPS METHAMPHETAMINE INITIATIVE GRANT

WHEREAS, northwest Wisconsin is experiencing a major increase in drug related crime from the influx of methamphetamine into the region, and

WHEREAS, in April 2006 Rusk County received a grand award to fund one full-time drug investigator through the Barron-Rusk Drug Enforcement Unit which expired February 29, 2008, and

WHEREAS, in May 2008 Sheriff Kaminski received notice that a 2009 COPS Methamphetamine Initiative Grant Award had been made to Rusk County on behalf of the Barron-Rusk Drug Task in the amount of $233,825 to fund the continuation of two fully equipped and trained drug investigators by the Drug Task Force to work drug and methamphetamine investigations in the two-county area for an 18-month period, and

WHEREAS, on June 11, 2008 the Rusk County Sheriff’s Committee passed a motion authorizing the acceptance of the BJA Congressionally Mandated Award.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Rusk County Board of Supervisors that a 2008 and 2009 budget be approved for the Barron-Rusk Drug Task Force Meth Grant to receive the $233,825 divided in a 2008 budget of $97,561.96 and a 2009 budget of $136,263.04.

RESOLUTION #08-24  TO AMEND RUSK COUNTY JAIL HUBER FEES

WHEREAS, the Rusk County Jail has not increased its daily Huber boarding fee rate since before 1999, and

WHEREAS, the current daily fee for Huber boarding is $6.50 per day (plus tax), meals are charged separately at $4.25 per meal (plus tax), laundry is charged separately at $1.50 per load, and drug screens are charged separately at $5.00 per screening, and 

WHEREAS, the cost of boarding Huber inmates has increased and the incorporation of one set daily rate to include room/board, meals, laundry and drug screening is the generally accepted practice for almost all county jail facilities in Wisconsin, and      

WHEREAS, it is now proposed that the new Huber Daily Fee rate be increased to $15.00 per day (plus tax) to incorporate all Huber fees and as a result there would no longer be separate charges for room/board, meals, laundry and/or drug screening fees. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Rusk County Board of Supervisors adopt the new Huber Daily Fee rate of $15.00 per day (plus tax) to be used by the Rusk County Jail effective on June 16, 2008.

WHEREAS, the Rusk County Department of Health & Human Services has participated in a regional multi-county public/private planning consortium to study long-term care reform and the resulting benefits to elderly and those with physical or developmental disabilities; and

WHEREAS, Aging and Disability Resource Centers serve as the entry point for information and assistance to citizens who may be in need of long-term care services, providing eligibility determination and options counseling in selecting a care management organization; and

WHEREAS, county or regional Aging and Disability Resource Centers must be in operation sixty days prior to the enrollment of Family Care;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Rusk County Board of Supervisors authorizes the Rusk County Department of Health & Human Services to plan, develop and implement a contractual relationship with Barron and Washburn Counties for the purpose of establishing a regional ADRC that would have a local presence in each county; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Rusk County Department of Health & Human Services is authorized, in conjunction with Barron and Washburn Counties, to submit an Aging and Disability Resource Center application to the Department of Health & Family Services and that a copy of this resolution be sent to the Clerks of Barron and Washburn Counties.

WHEREAS, the Rusk County Lake and Stream Classification Ad Hoc Committee has taken public comment on the lake and stream classification process, and

WHEREAS, an outcome of the classification process is a consensus to provide additional protection to Rusk County water-bodies,
